Candidates 
should exhibit proficiency in their area of expertise and demonstrate a record of distinguished design 
practice and innovative curriculum development. We seek and welcome candidates’ applications from 
the broadest array of backgrounds, experiences, and perspectives. 
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Professors of Practice at Tulane School of Architecture and Built Environment are expected to teach;
work with faculty colleagues, the dean, and other departments at Tulane to develop curriculum; and
engage in service through a range of academic committees. Candidates for Professor of Practice
positions are expected to pursue a clear agenda of practice-based research and creative production.
Candidates for this position should be ready to teach undergraduate and graduate-level design studios
(particularly within thecore curriculum) and coursework within their area of expertise. Professor of
Practice positions typically begin with three-year appointments and may be renewed for longer terms
following appropriate review.
